C. 2/3 rain spells with dust/ thundershower expected at isolated places of
Peshawar, Kohat, Mardan, Bannu, Faislabad, Sargodha, Sahiwal, during Sunday
to Wednesday.

d. 1/2 rain spells with dust/ thundershower expected at isolated places of D.l.Khan,
Zhob, Sibbi, Multan, D.G. Khan and Bahawalpur Divisions during Monday to
Thursday.

e. 1/2 rain spells with dust/ thundershower expected at isolated places of Mirpur
Khas Division during Saturday to Tuesday.
