@ If you observe any of the above pre-landslide signs, it is crucial to move away from the affected areas immediately.
® PDMAs, Rescue Services, Armed Forces and leading NGOs / CSOs to ensure availability of personnel / equipment in the
indicated areas and be on stand-by for rapid response in case of any forecasted adverse weather systems
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FORECASTED IMPACTS

® No adverse weather systems expected during this week (26 Jan, 2024 to 31 Jan, 2024).

e Light to moderate rainfall is expected Gilglit Baltistan, some part of KP (Khyber Pakhtunkhwa) and
Western Part of Balochistan.

® However, if the rainfall exceeds from 50-60 mm / day and the rain continue, be watchful of Landslides,
Slope failures, Rock falls and Ground Subsidence in high vulnerable zones (encircled) in map.
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
