Alert : Medium to High Level Flooding is expected in River Sutlej at Ganda Singh Wala

during next 72 hours.
I: METEOROLOGICAL FEATURES:
a. Yesterday's deep trough of westerly wave over Kashmir & adjoining areas has moved away

Eastwards.
